J: Blessed are you who are poor, for yours is the kingdom of Heaven.

Blessed are you who do hunger and thirst after righteousness, for you shall be filled.

Blessed are those who are merciful, for they shall obtain mercy.   

And blessed are those who are mourners, for they shall be comforted.

Blessed are those who are pure in heart, for they shall see God.

And blessed are you who are the peacemakers, for you shall be called the children of God.

And blessed are you who are persecuted for righteousness’ sake, for yours is the Kingdom of Heaven.

#: Give us a sign from Heaven!

#: Prove to us who you are!

J: Blessed are you when men shall curse you and separate you from their company and reproach you, and cast out your names as evil for the Son of Man’s sake.

#: When? When is the Kingdom of God coming?

J: Watch as you may, or you will not see it come. No one will say, “Here it is,” or “There it is.”  For the Kingdom of God is within you.

#: Rabbi, What must I do to inherit eternal life?

J: What is written in the Law: To love the Lord, your God, with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your power and all your mind. 

And love your neighbor as you love yourself. Do that and you shall live eternally.

#: I am a camel driver. Who can I call neighbor? 

J: He to whom you show mercy and compassion, whether you know him or not.

#: Are you the Messiah?

J: I am the Good Shepherd. The Good Shepherd lays down his life for his sheep.

#: Do you speak against the Laws of the prophets?

J: I come not to destroy the laws or the prophets, but to fulfill them. 
For I say unto you: Love your enemies, bless them who curse you and pray for those who despise and persecute you. For if you love only those who love you, what reward shall you have?

#: If you are a holy man, why do you eat and drink with sinners and tax collectors?

J: The healthy have no need of a physician, but the sick do. I come not to call the righteous, but sinners, to repentance.

#: I am a tax collector. I worship in the temple every day, yet they hate and despise me. What can I do?

J: No man can serve two masters. Either he will hate the one and love the other or he will cling to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve God and *Mammon.     
*mammonism = money
And I say unto you: Be not anxious for your life, for the food you eat or for your body or the clothes you wear, for is not life greater than food? And your bodies more than the clothing?  
Behold the birds of the sky. They neither sow nor reap, nor take the harvest to the barns. And yet God feeds them. And how much more are you than they? Consider the lilies of the field and how they grow. They toil not, neither do they spin.
And can any one of you by worrying add a moment to your years? 

#: My wife and I believe in you, but we are poor. We have nothing to give. How can we show you our faith?

J: You have, by what you have said. Come to me, all of you who labor and are heavy-laden and I will refresh you.

#: Rabbi, I believe you are the Messiah. How can I serve you?

J: The Son of Man comes to serve, not to be served. Whoever among you who would be great must be a servant. And whoever will be first must be the slave of all.

#: We have heard the voices of false messiahs before. How do we know you are not sent by Satan.

J: If a kingdom is divided against itself, the kingdom cannot stand. If Satan also be divided against himself, how then can his kingdom stand?  How can Satan cast out Satan? 

#: I see before me flesh and blood. You are only a man. Why do you make yourself out to be the Son of God?

J: If I am not doing the deeds of my Father, do not believe me. But if I am doing them and you will still not believe in me, then believe in the work I do.

#: If you can do miracles, call upon God to send hosts to destroy the Romans and free our people from bondage.

J: Thou shall not tempt the Lord, thy God. The Romans are conquerors. To conquer them would make you no different than they.

#: Rabbi, what is faith?

J: If you have faith that is no greater than this grain of mustard seed and you say to the mountain, “you shall move,” the mountain will move. Nothing is impossible.

#: How judge a transgressor?

J: Judge not, lest you be judged. For you will be judged by the standards you yourself shall apply. 
Why do you note the speck in your brother’s eye, and take no notice of the beam in you own eye. 
You hypocrites, first remove the beam from your own eye. Then you will see clearly enough to remove the speck from your brother’s. 

Give not that which is holy to dogs. Neither cast your pearls before swine, lest they trample them under their feet and then turn and tear you to pieces.

Ask and you shall receive. Seek and you shall find. Knock and the door shall be opened unto you. 
For everyone who asks receives. And every seeker finds. And to all those who knock, the door is opened. 
Is there a man among you, who would hand his son a stone, when he asks for bread, or a serpent if he asked for fish?  
If, then, you who are evil, know how to give your children what is good, think how much more your heavenly Father will give good things to those who ask Him? 

Therefore treat your fellow man as you would have him treat you. For this is the Law of the prophets.

#: Teach us to pray.

J: Our Father, who art in heaven,

Hallowed be thy name.

Thy Kingdom come.

Thy will be done, on earth as it is in Heaven.

Give us this day our daily bread.

And forgive us our trespasses, as we forgive those who trespass against us.

And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.

For *thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory,                 

for ever and ever.   Amen.            *yours
	Happy are those who know they are spiritually poor; the kingdom of heaven belongs to them!

Happy are those who are humble; they will receive what God has promised!

Happy are those whose greatest desire is to do what God requires; God will satisfy them fully!

Happy are those who are merciful to others; God will be merciful to them!

Happy are those who mourn; God will comfort them!

Happy are the pure in heart; they will see God!

Happy are those who work for peace; God will call them his children!

Happy are those　who are persecuted because they do what God require; the Kingdom of heaven belongs to them!
Happy are you when people insult you and persecute you and tell all kinds of evil lies against you because you are my followers!
Be happy and glad, for a great reward is kept for you in heaven. This is how the prophets who lived before you were persecuted.(M5)
Once a man came to Jesus. “Teacher,” he asked, “What good things must I do to receive eternal life?”
“Why do you ask me concerning what is good?” answered Jesus. “There is only One who is good. Keep the commandments if you want to enter life.”
“What commandments?” he asked.

Jesus answered, “Do not commit murder; do not commit adultery; do not steal; do not accuse anyone falsely; respect your father and your mother; and love your neighbor as you love yourself.”(M19)
“Teacher,” he asked, “which is the greatest commandment in the Law?”
Jesus answered, ”love the Lord, your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your mind.’ This is the greatest and the most important commandment. The second most important commandment is like it: ’Love your neighbor as you love yourself.’ The whole Law of Moses and the teachings of the prophets depend on these two commandments.”

So Jesus called them all together and said, “You know that the rulers of the heathen have power over them, and the leaders have complete authority. This, however, is not the way it shall be among you. If one of you wants to be great, he must be the servant of the rest; and if one of you wants to be first, he must be your slave – like the Son of Man who did not come to be served, but to serve and give his life to redeem many people.” 

[Matthew 20]「金蘭の契り・菊花の契り」

Do not think that I have come to do away with the Law of Moses and the teachings of the prophets.

I have not come to do away with them, but to make their teachings come true.
You have heard that that it was said, ‘Love your friends, hate your enemies.’ But now I tell you: love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you, so that you may become the sons of your Father in heaven. For he makes his sun (to) shine on bad and good people, and gives rain to those who do good and to those who do evil. Why should God reward you if you love only the people who love you?”(M5)

Some Pharisees saw this and asked his disciples, “Why does your teacher eat with such people?”
Jesus heard them and answered, “People who are well do not need a doctor, but only those who are sick. Go and find out what is meant by the scripture that says, ’It is kindness that I want, not animal sacrifices.’ I have not come to call respectable people, but outcasts.”(M9)

「悪人正機」
No one can be a slave of two masters, he will hate one and love the other; he will be loyal to one and despise the other. You cannot serve both God and money.(M6)
This is why I tell you: do not be worried about the food and drink you need in order to stay alive, or about clothes for your body. After all, isn’t life worth more than food? And isn’t the body worth more than clothes?
Look at the birds: they do not plant seeds, gather a harvest and put it in barns; yet your Father in heaven takes care of them! Aren’t you worth much more than birds? 
And why worry about clothes? Look how the wild flowers grow: they do not work or make clothes for themselves.

But I tell you that not even King Solomon with all his wealth had clothes as beautiful as one of these flowers. 
It is God who clothes the wild grass—grass that is here today and gone tomorrow, burned up in the oven. Won’t he be all the more sure to clothe you? What little faith you have!  
Can any of you live a bit longer by worrying about it?(M6)
「一期一会・一所懸命」
“Come to me, all of you who are tired from carrying heavy loads, and I will give you rest.”(M11)

The greatest one among you must be your servant. Whoever makes himself great will be humbled, and whoever humbles himself will be made great.
(M23)
「実るほど 頭を垂るる 稲穂かな」
When the Pharisees heard this, they replied, “He drives out demons only because their ruler Beelzebul gives him power to do so.”
Jesus knew what they were thinking, and so he said to them, “Any country that divides itself into groups which fight each other will not last very long. And any town or family that divides itself into groups which fight each other will fall apart. So if one group is fighting another in Satan’s kingdom, this means that it is already divided into groups and will soon fall apart!”(M12)
Then the disciple comes to Jesus and asked him, ”Why couldn’t we drive the demon out?”
“It was because you do not have enough faith,” answered Jesus. ”I assure you that if you have faith as big as a mustard seed, you can say to this hill, ‘Go from here to there!’ and it will go. You could do anything!”(M17)
「精神一到、何事かならざらむ」
「人事を尽くして、天命を待つ」
Do not Judge others, so that God will not judge you, for God will judge you in the same way you judge others, and he will apply to you the same rules you apply to others.

Why, then, do you look at the speck in your brother’s eye and pay no attention to the log in your own eye? How dare you say to your brother, ‘Please let me take that speck out of your eye’, when you have a log in your own eye? 
You hypocrite! First take the log out of your own eye, and then you will be able to see clearly to take the speck out of your brother’s eye.(M7)
Do not give what is holy to dogs—they will only turn and attack you. 
Do not throw your pearls in front of pigs—they will only trample them underfoot.(M7)
「豚に真珠」
Ask, and you will receive; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened to you.

For everyone who asks will receive, and anyone who seeks will find, and the door will be opened to him who knocks.
Would any of you who are fathers give your son a stone when he asks for bread?

Or would you give him a snake when he asks for a fish?

As bad as you are, you know how to give good things to your children. How much more, then, will your Father in heaven give good things to those who ask him!

Do for others what you want them to do for you: this is the meaning of the Law of Moses and of the teachings of the prophets.(M7)
‘Our Father in heaven:
May your holy name be honored;
May your Kingdom come.

May your will be done on earth as it is in Heaven.

Give us today the food we need.
Forgive us the wrongs we have done,

as we forgive the wrongs that others have done to us.
Do not bring us to hard testing, but keep us safe from the Evil One.’

すると、ひとりの人がイエスに近寄ってきて言った、「先生、永遠の生命を得るためには、どんなよいことをしたらいいでしょうか」。

イエスは言われた、「なぜよい事についてわたしに尋ねるのか。よい方はただひとりだけである。もし命に入りたいと思うなら、いましめを守りなさい」。

彼は言った、「どのいましめですか」。
イエスは言われた、「『殺すな、姦淫するな、盗むな、偽証を立てるな。父と母とを敬え』。また、『自分を愛するように、あなたの隣人を愛せよ』」。

「先生、律法の中で、どのいましめが一番大切なのですか」。
イエスは言われた、「『心をつくし、精神をつくし、思いをつくして、主なるあなたの神を愛せよ』。これが一番大切な、第一のいましめである。第二もこれと同様である、『自分を愛するようにあなたの隣り人（びと）を愛せよ』。これらのふたつのいましめに、律法全体と預言者とが、かかっている」。

わたしが律法や預言者を廃するためにきた、と思ってはならない。廃するためではなく、成就するためにきたのである。
『隣り人を愛し、敵を憎め』と言われていたことは、あなたがたの聞いているところである。しかし、わたしはあなたがたに言う。敵を愛し、迫害する者のために祈れ。こうして、天にいますあなたがたの父の子となるためである。天の父は悪い者の上にも良い者の上にも、太陽をのぼらせ、正しい者にも正しくない者にも、雨を降らして下さるからである。あなたがたが自分の愛する者を愛したからとて、なんの報いがあろうか。
パリサイ人たちはこれを見て、弟子たちに言った、「なぜ、あなたがたの先生は、取税人や罪人（つみびと）などと食事を共にするのか」。

イエスはこれを聞いて言われた、「丈夫な人には医者はいらない。いるのは病人である。

『わたしが好むのは、あわれみであって、いけにえではない』とはどういう意味か、学んできなさい。わたしがきたのは、義人を招くためではなく、罪人を招くためである」。
だれも、ふたりの主人に兼ね仕えることはできない。一方を憎んで他方を愛し、あるいは、一方に親しんで他方をうとんじるからである。あなたがたは神と富とに兼ね仕えることはできない。
それだから、あなたがたに言っておく。何を食べようか、何を飲もうかと、自分の命のことで思いわずらい、何を着ようかと自分のからだのことで思いわずらうな。命は食物にまさり、からだは着物にまさるではないか。
空の鳥を見るがよい。まくことも、刈ることもせず、倉に取り入れることもしない。それだのに、あなたがたの天の父は彼らを養っていてくださる。あなたがたは彼らよりもはるかにすぐれた者ではないか。

また、なぜ、着物のことで思いわずらうのか。野の花がどうして育っているか、考えてみるがよい。働きもせず、紡ぎもしない。しかし、あなたがたに言うが、栄華をきわめた時のソロモンでさえ、この花の一つほどにも着飾ってはいなかった。
きょうは生えていて、あすは炉に投げ入れられる野の草でさえ、神はこのように装ってくださるのなら、あなたがたに、それ以上よくしてくださらないはずがあろうか。ああ、信仰の薄い者たちよ。

あなたがたのうち、だれが思いわずらったからとて、自分の寿命をわずかでも延ばすことができようか。

すべて重荷を負うて苦労している者は、わたしのもとにきなさい。あなたがたを休ませてあげよう。

あなたがたのうちで、いちばん偉い者は、仕える人でなければならない。だれでも自分を高くする者は低くされ、自分を低くする者は高くされるであろう。

パリサイ人たちは、これを聞いて言った、「この人が悪霊を追い出しているのは、まったく悪霊のかしらベルゼブルによるのだ」。
イエスは彼らの思いを見抜いて言われた、「およそ、内部で分かれ争う国は自滅し、内輪で分かれ争う町や家は立ち行かない。

もしサタンがサタンを追い出すならば、それは内輪で争うことになる。それではその国はどうして立ち行けよう」。
それから、弟子たちがひそかにイエスのもとにきて言った、「わたしたちは、どうして悪霊を追い出せなかったのですか」。

すると、イエスは言われた、「あなたがたの信仰が足りないからである。よく言い聞かせておくが、もしからし種一粒ほどの信仰があるなら、この山にむかって、『ここからあそこに移れ』と言えば、移るであろう。このようにあなたがたにできないことは、何もないであろう」。

人をさばくな。自分がさばかれないためである。あなたがたがさばくそのさばきで、自分もさばかれ、あなたがたの量るそのはかりで、自分にも量り与えられるであろう。
なぜ、兄弟の目にあるちりを見ながら、自分の目にある梁を認めないのか。自分の目には梁があるのに、どうして兄弟に向かって、あなたの目からちりを取らせてください、と言えようか。

偽善者よ、まず自分の目から梁を取りのけるがよい。そうすれば、はっきり見えるようになって、兄弟の目からちりを取りのけることができるだろう。

聖なるものを犬にやるな。また真珠を豚に投げてやるな。恐らく彼らはそれらを足で踏みつけ、向きなおってあなたがたにかみついてくるであろう。

求めよ、そうすれば、与えられるであろう。捜せ、そうすれば、見いだすであろう。門をたたけ、そうすれば、あけてもらえるであろう。

すべて、求める者は得、捜す者は見いだし、門をたたく者はあけてもらえるからである。

あなたがたのうちで、自分の子がパンを求めるのに、石を与える者があろうか。

魚を求めるのに、蛇を与える者があろうか。

このように、あなたがたは悪い者であっても、自分の子供には、良い贈り物をすることを知っているとすれば、天にいますあなたがたの父はなおさら、求めてくる者に良いものを下さらないことがあろうか。

だから、何事でも人々からしてほしいと望むことは、人々にもそのとおりにせよ。これが律法であり、預言者である。
天にいますわれらの父よ、
御名（みな）があがめられますように。

御国（みくに）がきますように。

みこころが天に行われるとおり、地にも行われますように。

わたしたちの日ごとの食物を、きょうもお与えください。

わたしたちに負債のある者をゆるしましたように、わたしたちの負債をも、おゆるしください。

Jesus Eats the Passover Meal with His Disciples(M26)
When it was evening, Jesus and the twelve disciples sat down to eat.

During the meal Jesus said, ”I tell you, one of you will betray me.”
The disciples were very upset and began to ask him, one after the other, “Surely, Lord, you don’t mean me?”
Jesus answered, ”One who dips his bread in the dish with me will betray me. The son of Man will die as the Scriptures say he will, but how terrible for that man who will betray the Son of Man! It would have been better for that man if he had never been born!”
Judas, the traitor, spoke up. “Surely, Teacher, you don’t mean me!”
He asked.

Jesus answered, ”So you say.”
Then Jesus said to them, “This very night all of you will run away and leave me, for the scripture says, “God will kill the shepherd, and the sheep of the flock will be scattered.’ But after I am raised to life, I will go to Galilee ahead of you.”
Peter spoke up and said to Jesus, “I will never leave you, even though all the rest do!”
Jesus said to Peter, “I will tell you that before the rooster crows tonight, you will say three times that you do not know me.”
Peter answered, “I will never say that, even if I have to die with you!”

He went a little farther on, threw himself face downward on the ground, and prayed, ”My Father, if it is possible, take this cup of suffering from me! Yet not what I want, but what you want.”
Then he returned to the three disciples and found them asleep; and he said to Peter, “How is it that you three were not able to keep watch with me for even one hour? Keep watch and pray that you will not fall into temptation. The spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak.”
Once more Jesus went away and prayed, “My Father, if this cup of suffering cannot be taken away unless I drink it, your will be done.”
He returned once more and found the disciples asleep; they could not keep their eyes open.
Again Jesus left them, went away, and prayed the third time, saying the same words.
Then he returned to the disciples and said, “Are you still sleeping and resting? Look! The hour has come for the Son of Man to be handed over to the power of sinful men. Get up, let us go. Look, here is the man who is betraying me!”
Jesus was still speaking when Judas, one of the twelve disciples, arrived. With him was a large crowed armed with swords and clubs and sent by the chief priests and the elders.

The traitor had given the crowd a signal: “The man I kiss is the one you want. Arrest him!”
